Course Outline:

This is a preparatory course that will cover ACT prep and writing for College. Extensive
writing is part of this course. Students will learn and gain solid grammar understanding
in order to self-edit in College. The MLA style will be the focus for this course.Students
will learn to research, coordinate a biography with development of pathos, ethos, and
logos in their writing. Students will learn to develop an argument statement, establish
pros and cons and be able to write intelligently on a subject maintaining an impartial,
unbiased point of view about the argument in question. Students will learn to imbed a
chart, write in sub-categories, and organize their own writing.

ASSIGNMENTS IN CANVAS: IF | assign homework, you will know in class. All
activities in-class will be listed under assignments.

Attendance is expected. Attendance is mandatory the last month of each semester in
order to have students fully prepared for the final exam. Students that miss over 9 days

-- All homework assigned is turned in on-time

-- Late policy, an automatic grade drop for late work turned-in which includes a

End of semester, no late
work 2 weeks before the end of the semester.

Re-Do Policy:

-- If students have received a D or F on a paper or test, teacher will arrange for the
student to re-do unless it is the final exam of the semester.

-- Appointment for re-do must meet the teacher's schedule

-- Re-schedule re-do only if student has contacted teacher ahead of time

Academic Dishonesty (plagiarism) Policy

-- All writing is done on your own. This policy teaches the student independent thought
and to value their personal writing voice, and not dependent on friends or the internet.

-- All writing should be 90% students own thoughts and ideas; 10% may be quotes to
defend a claim or support a theme correctly cited per MLA style

Expectations in Mrs. Kayser's classroom:

-- students are expected to get along with each other, be courteous to other student's
differences

-- students are expected to be respectful to teacher, to each other, and to the
environment: classroom equipment



-- students will have all electronics (phones, earbuds, earphones, laptops, tablets) out
of sight unless Mrs. Kayser asks for their use.
